Match Format: Preliminary League Matches:
8 teams (A—H), each with 6 members (3 men + 3 women).
Divided into 2 blocks (4 teams each).
Format: Mixed Doubles, 6-game set.
(In case of weather/temperature constraints: shortened to 4-game set)

Placement Tournament:
Based on league results, 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th place teams from each block will compete.
Format: Men's Doubles, Women’s Doubles, Mixed Doubles — 6-game set.
X If preliminaries are shortened to 4 games, then only "1st & 2nd place" and "3rd & 4th place"
brackets will be played.

Warm-Up: 2 serves per side only. Self-judged, no-ad scoring system.
*Rules may be adjusted due to weather or scheduling.

Awards: Prizes for Winners & Runners-Up.
(If you would like to donate suitable items for prizes, please bring them)

Notes:

* The organizer will provide Dunlop Fort balls for matches.

* Pre-match warm-up is limited to 2 serves per side.

* In the event of cramps or unforeseen situations, rulings will follow the latest edition of the Japan Tennis Association
"Rule Book".

About Self-Judging (Player Responsibilities)

- Decisions & Calls

1. The server must announce the score clearly, loud enough for the receiver to hear, before serving. Both players should
confirm the score at that time.

2. Each player is responsible for making calls on their own side of the court. Calls should be made promptly in a clear voice,
with a hand signal so the opponent can understand.

X "Fault" "Out" and "Good" may be called by any player/team on the side where the ball lands, and that call stands.

X "Net" "Let" "Through" "Touch" "Not Up" and "Foul" may be called by either player/team, and that call stands.

X In case of outside interference, either team may call a "Let".

3. In doubles, if one partner makes the call, itis valid. If partners disagree, the pointis lost by that pair.

However, if a player calls "Fault" or "Out" and then immediately corrects it to "Good" and the return lands correctly in the

opponent's court, the firstinstance will be treated as unintentional hindrance and the point will be replayed (Point Let).

- After the Match: The winning team must record the match result on the scorecard posted on the scoreboard
at the organizer booth.
